ENTRY FORMALITIES
Foreigners must obtained Inner Line Permit (ILP) to visit Sikkim. These can be
obtained from all India Delhi. Kolkata, Siliguri and Rangpo on the strength
of an Indian Visa. The 15 days duration Permit is issued on the spot without
any delay provided photocopies of the passport and visa details along with
two pass port photos of the applicants are made available. The permissible
duration of the stay by the foreign tourists is 15 days initially. The State
~ Government is authorised to extend the same twice by a further period of 30
~ days (15 days each). The extension of the permits can be obtained from FRO
at Gangtok ond Superintendent of Police ot the North, West and South
Districts. -
